TREVOR KRONEMANN NAMED MEN’S TENNIS COACH AT UC IRVINE

The media is invited to meet Trevor Kronemann Monday (July 17)
at 12:00 p.m. at Crawford Hall.

Irvine, Calif. — Trevor Kronemann has been named head men’s tennis coach at UC
Irvine announced by Athletic Director Bob Chichester.

Kronemann, 37, returns to his alma mater after serving as the head coach at Cal Poly for
five years. While at Cal Poly, he was 64-65 overall, including a 14-9 record last season.

“| look forward to my return to UC Irvine and the opportunity to lead a tradition rich tennis
program,” Kronemann said. “The excitement that surrounds the program is endless and |
feel very fortunate, 20 years later, to return to the campus that has been at the heart of
my existence for so long. | left Orange County five years ago to gain the experience
needed to pursue my dream of becoming the head men’s tennis coach here at UC Irvine
and now that is a reality. | would like to thank Bob Chichester, my family, friends and UCI
for the chance to lead the Anteater tennis program into the future.”

Kronemann is a 1990 graduate of UC Irvine where he earned All-American honors each
of his four years, an accomplishment achieved by only a handful of players. Kronemann
earned NCAA All-America honors in singles all four years and in doubles in 1989 when
he was a NCAA finalist with partner Mike Briggs. He helped UCI to four Big West
Conference titles and was named Big West Player of the Year in 1990. Kronemann won
conference singles titles all four years and doubles titles twice. He was ranked 14" in
singles at the end of his senior year and finished his UCI career with a 127-63 singles
record. Kronemann was ranked No. 1 in doubles with partner Shige Kanroji in 1990. The
Anteaters advanced to the NCAA Championships each of his four years and ranked as
high as fourth nationally in 1989.

As a senior, he was honored with the National ITA Van Nostrand Award, which goes to a
promising collegiate player entering the professional circuit. In 1999, he was inducted
into the UC Irvine Athletics Hall of Fame.

Kronemann played professional tennis for eight years on the Association of Tennis
Professionals (ATP) Tour, ranking as high as No. 19. As an ATP professional from 1990-
98, Kronemann participated in all Grand Slam Tournaments. During his career, he
achieved six career ATP Tour Doubles titles and was a finalist in five other
championships. As a player, he also served as Vice President of the ATP Tour Player
Council.

He is currently in his seventh season as the coach of the Springfield Lasers of World
Team Tennis, leading the team to the Western Conference title in 2001. He was named
Team Tennis Rookie of the Year as a member of the Charlotte Heat in 1990 and was the
league’s MVP on two occasions. In 2005, Kronemann was named to the World Team
Tennis All-Star 30, a group of the best men's and women's players in the 30-year history
of the WTT.

Kronemann and wife Melanie, a UC Irvine graduate, have two daughters Anika and
Nadia and a third child due in October.

Chichester is excited about the return of Kronemann.

“We are very excited about the opportunity to have Trevor and Melanie return to the
Anteater family and the UCI tennis program,” Chichester said. “As a result of Trevor's
commitment as a UCI student-athlete, he had a tremendous impact on the development
of the tennis program and he achieved a number of lofty goals. He participated in an
NCAA Doubles Championship match and was a five-time All-American, deservedly
earning a place in UCI's Athletics Hall of Fame.

He has continued to demonstrate his passion for tennis and the development of young
people through his college coaching, his participation in World Team Tennis, and with
the USTA. He will bring great values and character to the UCI tennis program. We
believe that our student-athletes will benefit in many ways from having the chance to
work with such a fine young man and coach. It is also hoped that the tennis program’s
alumni and our community tennis supporters will step forward and provide Trevor and
our tennis program with all of their support as we seek to enhance the program and to
welcome Trevor and his family back home to UCI.”
